NOVEMBER MEETING

Quarter Point Woodworking is a relatively new business started by Robert and Deborah Small, in Windham. The cornerstone of the business is a new Komo Mach 2 CNC Router. Although most people know of shops with some type of computer controlled equipment, the Komo is specifically designed for the woodworking industry. This machine has the capability to produce precise, accurate and truly square as well as complex curved parts in a relatively short amount of time using a variety of materials from plywood to hardwood to solid surface. In setting up this business, the idea was to have something unique besides the basic tools of any woodworking shop. With the Komo router, Quarter Point has the ability to work with other cabinetmakers and builders looking for a supply of quality made cabinet parts, inlays, curved parts, and any part that previously required templates and hours of time to make.

Directions: Make your way to the intersection of Rt. 115 and Rt. 302 in North Windham (take Rt. 115/Main St through Yarmouth and Gray or Rt. 302 up from Portland). Go south on Rt. 302 for about one mile and turn left (coming from the north) on Commons Avenue. A Norman David dealership and a Mechanic Savings bank are on the left; a Dominos is across the street. Quarter Point is the first driveway on the right off Commons Avenue, in the middle of three buildings. Tel: 892-7022.  
October Meeting
Over three dozen of us met at Fat Andy's in October, our best attended meeting of this season. The guest speaker and demonstrator 
was Jacques Vesery, who has become one of the top turners, turned artists, in the country. It just goes to show that even Zamboni drivers can make good.

Jack began his art career in Hawaii carving scrimshaw. Moving to Maine, he started wood turning. Over the years his work has evolved from turnings to more intricate work, to surface decoration, to free-form decorated designs, some starting out as turnings, and some are entirely carved. From his small shop he makes cups, bowls, teapots, shells and free form shapes. Using carving tools and wood burning pens, he produces textures ranging from feathers, bark, scales, fossils, stones and leather. The "texturizing" is then enhanced by treating the surface with India ink, dyes, and layered acrylic paints. Paint is applied in thin layers using a combination of small artist's brushes, tooth brushes, and fine sponges. Gold leaf is applied to select areas and some interiors. Of late he has saved and framed the color pallets he uses to paint his work, and included the pallets with the finished pieces. He demonstrates at wood-turners symposiums around the country. His work is carried by the Del Mano Gallery in California.
Jack has also done a series of collaborations with other turners and artists, including Hans Weissflog, Michael Lee, Christian Buchard, Mark Sfirri, Bonnie Klein, among others. The slides of his work with Bonnie Klein were amazing carved and turned miniature, with smaller and smaller pieces inside.

As a finale, Jack gave us a demo using electric carving tools, wood burner, and layering of the acrylic paints.
Our thanks to our host Andy Walsh, the folks who brought refreshments, and especially to Jack, for an enlightening and fascinating evening.
